We are so fortunate within the BKK to have many people that do a 
tremendous amount of work for our organization and without them our job 
in promoting the BKK would be almost impossible to maintain. I know there 
are many people within our organization that could offer help –  and please 
understand this is not about your grade – if you have the desire and skills 
to help us in the BKK (at whatever level) then please send me an e mail.

My personal thanks to  Hanshi Steve Arneil (10th Dan) for his continued 
work and commitment – spanning nearly 50 years which was recognized 
this year at the Junior World Tournament where he was awarded his 10th 
Dan by the IFK International Board of Representatives – a very emotional 
day indeed – we have a special limited edition card printed to mark this 
day and if you have not managed to obtain one of these - please see 
elsewhere in the Newsletter – where they can be obtained.

My warm wishes to you and your families over the holiday period and I 
look forward to seeing you all again at one of the many BKK events across 
the country.
